Nouns and adjectives

Nouns in Spanish are either
masculine or feminine. Adjectives
must agree in number and gender

with the noun they modify. Most
masculine adjectives end in —o and
feminine adjectives end in —a.
Adjectives that end in —e are
neutral.

Masculine Feminine
alto alta
estudioso  estudiosa
serio seria
inteligente inteligente

Definite Articles — “the”
La — feminine/singular
Las — feminine /plural

El — masculine /singular
Los — masculine/plural

Indefinite Articles — “a, an, some”
una — feminine /singular

unas — feminine /plural

un — masculine/singular

unos — masculine/plural

Commands

Affirmative tii commands

Use the third person singular of
the verb in the present tense.

Examples:
jHabla ahora!
Speak now.

jToma el agual
Drink the water.

Negative ti commands

Take the “yo” form of the verb,
drop the so”, and add the
appropriate ending (as for —er and
—ir verbs; es for —ar verbs).

Examples:
iNo hables en la clase!
Don’t talk in class.

iNo hagas Ia cams!
Don’t make the bed.

iNo escribas las cartas!
Don’t write the letters.

Reflexive Verbs
Reflexive pronouns
me, te, se, nos, 0s, se

The reflexive pronoun is placed
before the conjugated verb.

Examples:
Me acuesto a las seis.
I go to bed at 6.00.

Tu familia se reune los sabados.
Your family gets together on
Saturdays.

Nos asustamos de las peliculas de
terror.
We are scared of horror movies

Object Pronouns
Direct object pronouns
lo, la, los, las

Examples:
Yo como arroz. I eat rice.
Yo lo como. I eat it (the rice).

TG comes las mazanas.
You eat apples.

Ta las comes.

You eat them (the apples).

stressed on the last syllable.

e/star re/loj

*Words that end in vowel, “n”, or
“s” are stressed on the next to last
syllable.
na/da/mos com/pu/ta/do/ra
*Written accent marks denote
stressed syllable.
te/1€/fo/no e/sta

**If a word does not following rules
1 and 2, a written accent mark is
needed.
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
